Administrative hearing but his argument is weak and seems designed to carve out a special
exception for his product.

The International Hurricane Protection Association (IHPA) was instrumental in getting new
legislation included in SB 849 this year that authorizes the AG to pursue any entity or party that
represents their product as a hurricane or windstorm device if it has not passed the testing and
received a FBC or Miami-Dade Product Approval required of these devices, for garage doors that
would require ANSI/DASMA 115 under Answer A in Section 9 the Secure Door brace does not meet
that standard.

You might want to pass that along to Mike and let me know if he has any questions. Here is the
specific language:

Florida SB 849e2- A product may not be advertised, sold, offered, provided, distributed, or
marketed as hurricane, wind storm, or impact protection from wind-borne debris from a
hurricane or wind storm unless it is approved pursuant to s. 553.842 or s. 553.8425. Any
person who advertises, sells, offers, provides, distributes, or markets a product as
hurricane, windstorm, or impact protection from wind-borne debris without such approval
is subject to the Florida Deceptive and Unfair Trade Practices Act under part Il of chapter
501 brought by the enforcing authority as defined in s. 501.203.
